Who Is Eligible?
1.	 The competition is open to all under-

graduates in all fields of study.

2.	 You must be enrolled at an institution 
that has an active Phi Kappa Phi chap-
ter and must have a cumulative Grade 
Point Average of at least 3.5 on a 4.0 
scale.

3.	 You must have earned at least 30 and 
no more than 90 semester hours  
of academic credit on or before  
February 18, 2008.

4.	 You must provide a letter of accep-
tance to an accredited study abroad 
program as part of your application.

5.	 Your study abroad experience must 
begin no earlier than May 1, 2008 and 
end no later than June 30, 2009.

6.	 You must have at least two semesters 
(or equivalent) remaining in residence 
at your home institution after com-
pleting the study abroad experience.
